The Burbank Armenian National Committee is sponsoring an essay and art contest to commemorate the 91st anniversary of the beginning of the Armenian Genocide.

OFFICIAL CONTEST RULES

1. The contest is open to currently enrolled BUSD students in grades 10-12.
2. The topic of the essay and art contest is:

LEARNING FROM THE PAST, SHAPING OUR FUTURE: 
What does the Armenian Genocide mean to me?

3. Essay must be in English, typewritten, double-spaced, 500-750 words in length, original and unpublished.
4. Artwork entries must be original and in any visual medium.

5. No more than one entry per contest (either essay or art but not both) per student.

6. Entries must be submitted with a fully completed and signed Official Contest Entry form which can be downloaded from www.burbankanc.org.  Work submitted without this form will not be considered for the contest.
7. The student deadline for all submissions is 12:00 PM on Friday, March 24, 2006.  Essays and artwork must be turned in to sponsoring teachers.  

8. All sponsoring teachers must then submit all contest entries to the school’s Main Office by 3:30pm on Friday, March 24, 2006.  A representative from the Burbank ANC will pick up all submissions at 3:30 PM. 

9. All essay submissions become the property of the Burbank ANC and will not be returned.  Furthermore, the Burbank ANC shall have the right to re-publish the content of the winning essays in future programs/promotions.

10. Original artwork will be returned to contestants sometime after the award ceremony.  However, the Burbank ANC shall have permission to reproduce copies of the artwork in future programs/promotions.
11. A panel of independent judges will evaluate and determine finalists.  There will be three finalists in each category with a total of six cash prizes.

13. The six finalists from each category and the sponsoring teachers who generated most entries will receive a Commendation from the Burbank Board of Education.  

14. The winners will be announced at a formal Awards Ceremony, which will take place on April 1st, 2006.  The ceremony will be held at the Burbank Central Library located at 110 North Glenoaks Blvd.   The top six finalists in the essay contest will have the opportunity to read from their essays and the artwork submitted will be on display and will be judged by a panel of judges.
